1. Who is this experience designed for?​

4. What is the Dallas Cup, and why is it important?​

States, attracting over 100 college coaches and scouts. It’s recognized as a top-tier 
recruiting platform where players can be evaluated in live, competitive matches. 



5. Who will coach the team at the Dallas Cup?​
 Each team will be led by an NCAA College Coach, giving players professional insight into 
U.S. college soccer standards and allowing coaches to evaluate players directly in a game 
setting. 

6. Will games be filmed?​
 Yes. All matches are professionally filmed, and players receive access to their footage — 
perfect for building or enhancing college recruiting profiles.

7. What universities will players visit?​
 Players will visit a range of universities between Boston and New York, including Division 
I, II, III, NAIA, and NJCAA programs. Specific schools will be confirmed closer to the tour 
date. 

8. What happens during campus visits?​
 Each visit includes a guided tour, meetings with college coaches and admissions staff, 
and opportunities to speak with current student-athletes to learn about balancing 
academics and athletics in the U.S. 

9. Are there competitive matches on the East Coast Tour?​
 Yes. Players will compete in a series of games against U.S. universities and clubs, 
offering additional opportunities to be seen by college coaches and scouts.

 Yes. Players will receive continued support and feedback from the Onside Tours and Tiro 
Sports team, including tips for contacting coaches, using game footage effectively, and next 
steps in their recruiting journey.

12. What is included in the tour cost?​
 The tour cost includes all accommodation, meals, internal transportation, tournament 



entry, training sessions, and college visits. Flights, insurance, and personal expenses 
are typically the responsibility of each participant unless otherwise stated. 

13. How are players supervised during the tour?​
 Players are supervised at all times by qualified staff, coaches, and tour chaperones. 
Safety and welfare are top priorities, with structured schedules, curfews, and 24/7 staff 
presence. 

14. Are parents allowed to attend?​
 Parents are welcome to attend and watch matches, and can also stay nearby at their own 
expense. However, the player experience is designed to foster independence and a 
professional environment.

Selection is based primarily on football ability, with academics considered as a supporting 
factor.

 The Dallas Cup & East Coast College Tour offers the perfect balance of competition, 
education, and exposure. Players not only compete in a top-tier recruiting tournament but 
also experience life on U.S. college campuses, gaining a complete understanding of what it 
takes to succeed as a student-athlete.
